NS "Almost Dead Line" 
by Norris Deyerle 

 

 I wish that you could have seen the look on my face while driving down Shenandoah Ave. on Thursday March 31, 
2016, on my way to check out the rail action at Shaffer's Crossing in Roanoke, Va. I was in total shock! I have never seen 
this many locos in one spot in my life! I have been told that these locos are going to be used for many different things. Some 
will indeed be scrapped but many will be repaired and put back into service. In this group of what appeared to be "hundred's" 
of just black NS diesel locos were "off road" power lease return's such as green BN and white/red SOO Line units. There 
were even some road names unfamiliar to me.  
 Mixed in the yard next to these locos was a new production run of dozens of NS low side gondolas. They were 
painted black with the white NS horse logo. A very attractive paint scheme. All dressed up and nowhere to go was the story 
that I was told.  Seems to be that back years ago NS needed new low side gons. Well, the production was delayed by either 
NS or the freight car builder that had the contract. I don't know the details and it's really not my business. Result? NS didn't 
break the contract to build them because it would have cost too much to stop production. NS will be doing what they can to 
lease or sell the ones not needed.  
 On my way back home I drove by Freight Car America located in the NS East End Shops facility. It appears that 
they are the company manufacturing the gons. There were still new unpainted ones sitting outside of their paint booth. I was 
in the automobile business for nearly forty years. The most successful automobile and truck makers were the ones that 
either had the vision or the luck to predict the future needs of the public and other potential buyers.  My customers would say 
things like why doesn't Ford just make a new and improved "widget" for next year. The truth is that production decisions are 
made years in advance and not months by trying to predict the future needs of the buyers. The railroad industry has the 
same pitfalls.
