Extra N&W 1134 spotted eastbound... ON US 4607?!?! - Charlie Long and Gary Quale represented the
Blue Ridge Chapter with a slide show and train layout at the National Train Day festivities at the Link
Museum in Roanoke Saturday May 8. When leaving, they decided to drive along Norfolk Ave. S.E., past
the Shops. They were delayed at the Hollins Rd. grade crossing for the tail end of an east bound. When
the train cleared, they were surprised to see one of the first vehicles to cross was a low-boy 18 wheeler
with a locomotive boiler aboard. Charlie and Gary chased N&W Extra 1134 East all the way from Roanoke
to Bedford. The old M2 boiler reportedly did remarkably well, being clocked at over 55 mph without any
running gear!! It looks like the Roanoke Chapter did a very nice job on preserving the boiler, but Charlie
and Gary did note that they were improperly flying red flags at the front corners of the running boards, thus
they could not tell whether (by green flags) that the chassis was following on another low-boy, or by white
flags, that this was an independent move.

The 1134 was one of the heralded “Lost locomotives of Roanoke”, four steam engines that wound
up in a Roanoke scrap dealers lot following the end of steam on the N&W and sat there for some sixty
years. Much good information on these engines and their fates can be found at
http://lostengines.railfan.net/. The 1134 is now located at a railroad museum in Portsmouth, VA.

Thanks to you guys for taking the time and effort to be in Roanoke on our behalf and for catching
this unusual move.

Minutes of Meeting - May 12, 2010

President Rick Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:40 p.m. at Charley’s Restaurant and
welcomed 21 members and 4 guests. He announced the engagement of his son, Rick, Dash-2 to
Miss Tayler Shores which met with the applause and congratulations of the members and guests.
The April minutes were approved as distributed and there was no Treasurer’s report. Rick reported
that Dale Rumsmoke was still in the hospital and Chuck Hladik was in rehab in Roanoke but doing
better.

Under old business Rick thanked Lee Hawkins and Garland Harper for their hard work in
organizing the circle trip on April 24™. There were 36 passengers, 14 were members and the trip
cleared $350.00. Under new business Rick discussed the N&W caboose in South Boston and the
town’s need for help in restoring it. There were several questions about the status of the Amherst
station, but there is no news about its status.

Gary Quale reported that 80% of the programs at the O. Winston Link Museum'’s Rail Day on
May 8 were provided by Blue Ridge Chapter members, while between 1500 and 1600 attended the
Alleghany Railroad Heritage Festival in Clifton forge that day. Charlie Long reported that Gary Quale
had his O Scale set up at Link Museum and Ed Fielding did his Virginia Blue Ridge slide show. He
thanked Norris Deyerle for his behind-the-scenes work in Roanoke.

National Director Norris Deyerle handed out the new Lynchburg Rail Day fliers for distribution
and thanked the Kirkley Hotel for their offer of reduced rates for dealers and visitors. He announced
he would have knee surgery on June 16. His son Adam has just graduated from Old Dominion
University. There were no other reports.

Rick, Dash-2 presented the evening’s program on the Norfolk Southern’s former Virginian
Railway lines from Kellysville to Alberta. Lee Hawkins has the June program and the Fun Meeting
scheduled for May 26 will feature more from Ralph Yoder’s slide collection. A restaurant employee
won the 50/50 and the meeting adjourned at 8:15 pm.

NCDOT Announces Two Additional Mid-Day Passenger Trains Between Raleigh and Charlotte to
Begin June 5

Raleigh— State Transportation Secretary Gene Conti has announced that two additional trains providing
mid-day service between Raleigh and Charlotte will begin on Saturday, June 5, increasing the state-
sponsored passenger rail service to six trains operating daily between the state’s two largest cities.

“As our population continues to grow, we must provide people with travel alternatives,” said Conti.

“Train travel also provides environmental and energy benefits through reduced congestion and
improved air quality.”

Currently, the state sponsors four trains daily, the Piedmont and Carolinian, as North Carolina’s
Amtrak. Each train makes a morning and evening run between Raleigh and Charlotte, a trip that is auto
competitive at 3 hours and 7 minutes, including intermediate stops at Cary, Durham, Burlington,
Greensboro, High Point, Salisbury and Kannapolis.

The new service will add two additional trains in the mid-day giving business travelers, families and
college students more options to travel via rail.

The Carolinian also provides daily service to Selma, Wilson, Rocky Mount, to Richmond, Virginia, and to
the northeast including Washington D.C. and New York City. - submitted by Aubrey Wiley
